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Introduction 
 
City Service Yards house support shops that 
maintain City vehicles, buildings, sewer 
systems, pavement, and related public 
infrastructure facilities.  The Service Yards 
Capital Program funds the construction and 
capital improvements for these shops.  The 
current Service Yards include the Mabury 
Yard (on Mabury Road near Highway 101), 
the South Yard (at Monterey Road and 
Skyway Drive), the West Yard (on Williams 
Road near Lawrence Expressway), and the 
Central Service Yard (at Senter Road and 
Phelan Avenue). The 2010-2014 Adopted 
Capital Improvement Program (CIP) provides 
funding of $33.0 million, of which $4.8 
million is allocated in 2009-2010.  
 
This program is part of the Strategic Support 
City Service Area (CSA) and supports the 
following outcome:  Safe and Functional Public 
Infrastructure, Facilities and Equipment.  The 
operations housed in the Service Yards not 
only support the Strategic Support CSA, but 
also the Public Safety CSA, Transportation 
and Aviation Services CSA, Environmental 
and Utility Services CSA, and Neighborhood 
Services CSA. 
 
Program Priorities and Objectives 
 
The objective of the Service Yards Program is 
to maintain and improve the existing 
conditions at the Service Yards by 
implementing projects to reduce safety 
hazards, increase efficiencies, and provide 
necessary equipment and materials for 
operations.   
 
Sources of Funding 
 
The Service Yards CIP receives 8.78% of the 
City’s Construction and Conveyance (C&C) 

Tax.  Approximately 98% of this tax is 
derived from a transfer tax imposed upon 
each transfer of real property with the 
remaining 2% generated from a construction 
tax levied on most types of construction.  For 
the 2010-2014 CIP, it is assumed that 
collections allocated to the Service Yards 
Capital Program will increase slightly to $1.8 
million in 2009-2010 (from the current year 
estimate of $1.7 million), remain stable for 
one year, then increase again to an allocation 
of $1.9 million annually for each of the 
remaining years of the CIP.  Construction and 
Conveyance Tax revenues continue to 
experience significant declines when 
compared to the high collection levels 
experienced through 2006-2007 due to the 
slowdown in the local real estate market.  As 
of June 2009, C&C collections experienced 
declines in 35 out of the last 38 months, when 
compared to the same months in the prior 
year.  This budget assumes that the housing 
market slowdown is currently bottoming out, 
will remain stable over the next two years and 
C&C tax receipts will reflect a more 
sustainable level of ongoing housing resale 
activity, modestly increasing in the third year 
of the five-year CIP. 
 
The Service Yards Capital Program had 
previously been scheduled to receive $14.0 
million in proceeds from the sale of the Main 
Yard in 2008-2009 to repay short-term debt 
service for Phase II of the Central Service 
Yard project.  Due to a significant slowdown 
in commercial property real estate market, 
however, the sale of this property is now 
projected to be delayed until 2013-2014. 
 
Program Highlights 
 
Central Service Yard Phase I Debt Service 
 
Until 2002-2003, the General Fund paid for

the entire debt service obligation for Phase I 
of the Central  Service Yard expansion.  As a 
General Fund cost savings measure, the full 
amount of debt service was assumed by the 
Service Yard C&C Tax Fund for six years, 
from 2003-2004 to 2008-2009.  In 2009-2010, 
the Service Yards C&C Tax Fund will pay 
approximately one-half ($877,000) of the $1.7 
million of the debt service obligation in 2009-
2010, with the remainder paid by the General 
Fund.  From 2003-2004, through the years 
represented in this CIP, these actions will 
have generated $9.9 million in savings to the 
General Fund.  The Service Yards C&C Tax 
Fund does not have sufficient fund balance to 
support future debt service payments; 
therefore, it is assumed that the General Fund 
will resume this obligation in its entirety in 
2010-2011. 
 
Central Service Yard Phase II   
 
The Central Service Yard Phase II project, 
which began in 2004-2005, was completed in 
early 2007-2008.  Support shops moved out 
of the various City of San José corporation 
yards in the spring and summer of 2007 and 
into the Central Service Yard.  Funding was 
transferred to the San Jose Redevelopment 
Agency in 2007-2008 for archaeological and 
demolition work of the City’s Main 
Corporation Yard, which was completed in 
2008-2009, to allow for the Main Yard 
property in Japantown to be sold for 
redevelopment.  As previously mentioned, 
this sale is now scheduled for June 2014.  This 
is a change from the previous CIP which had 
assumed a sale date of June 2009.   
 

The total cost for the Central Service Yard 
Phase II project was $31.0 million, plus an 
additional $2.1 million required for the 
demolition and cleanup of the Main Yard.  
Because construction of the Central Service 
Yard Phase II had to be completed before the 
sale of the Main Yard, an interim financing 
plan was required.  Commercial paper was 
issued to provide interim financing and is 
scheduled for repayment upon completion of 
the sale of the Main Yard.  The previously 
mentioned delay in the sale of the Main Yard 
will result in annual interest payments of 
$985,000 to be incurred until the commercial 
paper can be paid off.  This cost will reduce 
the availability of funding for other expenses.    
 
Given current conditions, should the sale of 
the Main Yard be delayed beyond the end of 
2013-2014, the Service Yards C&C Tax Fund 
may not have sufficient funding to sustain the 
long-term debt service payments related to 
Phase II that would begin in 2014-2015.  As a 
result, if revenues do not increase, projects 
would need to be reprioritized. 
 
Future Projects Under Consideration 
 
• An analysis is currently underway 

regarding closure and sale of the West 
Yard. 

 
• In support of the City’s Green Vision 

goals, a Request for Proposal (RFP) was 
completed, and negotiations are pending.   
This project, which involves the 
installation of solar power arrays to 
provide renewable energy through a 
Power Purchase Agreement at the Mabury 
Service Yard and at the Central Service 
Yard, is being looked at as possibly being 
incorporated into a larger 50 megawatt 
project (currently being explored by a
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Program Highlights  (Cont’d.)

cross-departmental team).  A decision 
regarding the implementation of this 
project are expected to occur in August 
2009.   

 
Major Changes from the 2009-2013 
Adopted CIP   
 
Major changes from the 2009-2013 Adopted 
CIP include the following: 
 
• Due to a delay in the sale of the Main 

Yard, the Repayment of Phase II 
Commercial Paper is not expected until 
2013-2014.  Since the City is required to 
pay interest on the Commercial Paper, this 
Adopted CIP includes funding of $4.9 
million for interest-only payments until 
the property is sold. 

• As previously discussed, Debt Service on 
Phase II Bonds is not expected to begin 
until 2014-2015, after the anticipated sale 
of the Main Yard. 

 
Operating Budget Impact 
 
It is anticipated that there will be no 
additional operating and maintenance costs 
associated with the projects in the 2010-2014 
Adopted CIP.  
 
Council-Approved Revisions to the 
Proposed Capital Improvement Program 
 
During the June Budget Hearings, the City 
Council approved the rebudgeting of 
$201,000 for the Central Services Phase II 
project.  This funding will be used to 
waterproof Building A at the Central Service 
Yard, as well as any remaining tenant 
improvements.
