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Councilmember Nancy Pyle and San Jose Earthquakes Assist High School Soccer Team 
Following equipment theft at Pioneer High School, Councilmember Pyle & the SJ Earthquakes Provide Funds
San José  ---- San Jose city councilmember Nancy Pyle is pleased today (November 22nd, 2005) to announce that she, along with a representative from the San Jose Earthquakes, will be visiting Pioneer High School in District 10 on November 28th, 2005 to present Pioneer’s soccer team with funds to assist their team in the replacement of equipment that was stolen earlier this year.
Councilmember Pyle stated, “When I heard about the break-in at Pioneer high school, I wanted to utilize the resources we have in District 10 to ensure that Pioneer’s boys soccer team was ready for next season.”

The break-in occurred over the summer, as Pioneer was in the process of being renovated. The team’s supplies had been moved into storage bins and, as they returned from summer break, the team found that their equipment bin had been burglarized. In all the team lost 16 soccer balls, 5 full uniform sets, team bags, 6 j.v. uniforms, and a number of warm-up suits. In the time since the break-in, players have pulled together to raise funds for new equipment through activities which included selling Quizno’s cards among others. Councilmember Pyle will be providing the team with a $1,000 HP grant to assist them in the purchase of new equipment, and the San Jose Earthquakes plan to donate funds for new soccer balls for the team. 
HP grants are awarded through a $25,000 annual fund from Hewlett-Packard which is given to each of the San Jose city council district offices. Councilmembers are given the choice of bestowing these funds upon local organizations that have provided an invaluable service to the communities in which they work.
 “As upsetting as this theft was, I’m pleased that our community has come together to
