The Jeffrey Fontana Dog Park is the newest addition to San José’s growing list of off-leash dog parks.  “Man’s best friend” and their owners will enjoy a 15,400-square foot enclosed park, which includes an off-leash grass area, a seating area for dog owners, and other pet-friendly amenities. 


Councilmember Pyle stated, “It’s wonderful to see this facility open after so much hard work by residents and city officials whose dedication made this park a reality for the many dog lovers within District 10.” The dog park’s new additions will compliment the existing trails for walking, running and biking.   
The $362,000 project was funded by Council District 10 Construction and Conveyance Tax Fund and State Prop 40 grant.  Dog owners are encouraged to check signs for new Dog Park rules and schedule of operation.  The Jeffrey Fontana Dog Park Committee will be signing up volunteers to support city in operating new facility.   
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
