District 7 Pjects

FAMILY DAY- CANCELLED

At our recent Family Day Planning meeting on Monday, February
26, it was decided by those in attendance and our office that we
would CANCEL the District 7 Family Day event scheduled for
Saturday, April 28, 2007. There were many reasons in cancelling
this event, but the main reason was that there was not enough
interest and participation from the neighborhood associations to
plan such a large event. Even though Family Day is cancelled, our
office would like to encourage each neighborhood association to
plan events on a smaller scale in their communities, which would
cater to their neighborhood. Our office is happy to help your
neighborhoods should you decide to host smaller scale events.

SENTER ROAD WIDENING

City Council approved a contract to widen Senter Road to the
bidder, Top Grade Construction, at the March 6, 2007 council
meeting. The project is for improvements on Senter Road between
Tully Road and Singleton Road. Residents will see new
landscaping, gutters, sidewalk, driveways, street trees and Median
Island landscaping. There will also be traffic signal modifications
and additional left turn lanes in the north and south leg of Senter
and Capitol expressways. Upon completion, this segment of the
roadway will accommodate three lanes of traffic and a bicycle lane
in each direction. Construction is scheduled to begin in April with
completion in October 2007.

STREET SWEEPING SIGNS

My office has been working with the Department of Transportation
for the past year to get permanent 'No Parking for Street
Sweeping' signs installed in several areas in Council District 7.
After several studies, much community input and exhausting
alternative solutions, these areas have been qualified to have the
signs installed. I would like to thank the community leaders in
these areas for remaining patient during the lengthy process. I
anticipate these projects will be complete in summer 2007.

The following areas have been considered by the Deptartment of
Transportation for the Fiscal Year 2006-2007: Terilyn
Avenue/Miami Drive, Alvin Avenue/Fontaine Road, Seven Trees
Blvd/Rancho Dr.

AQUATICS PROGRAM

At the February 28™ meeting, the San Jose City Council voted to expand
the Aquatics Program for summer 2007. City Council unanimously voted
to repair and reopen the Alviso, Biebrach, Mayfair and Ryland pools, along
with leasing seven more pools from local schools to ensure community
access of aquatic facilities throughout the city.

RECYCLE PLUS RATE PROPOSED INCREASES

Over 200,000 property owners in the City of San Jose will receive a public
notice letter regarding the proposed Recycle Plus Rate increases. The City
Council will be holding a public hearing on May 8, 2007 at 1:30pm in the
Council Chambers to discuss the proposed Recycle Plus rate increases for
garbage and recycling services. The proposal includes a maximum rate
increase in services between 10-29% for Single Family and Multi-Family
Dwelling Units. If you wish to protest the rate increase you must send a
signed and written protest before the hearing on May 8. You can mail or
drop-off your responses to: Recycle Plus Rate Increase, City Clerk, 200
East Santa Clara Street, San Jose, CA, 95113. Protests must include the
parcel number of the property or properties you own, must be signed by
the person writing the protest and may NOT be sent via email. If approved
by council, garbage rate increases will be effective July 1, 2007.

MID-YEAR BUDGET REVIEW

Every year, the City Council lays out the Annual Budget Plan during the
months of June and July. However, changing conditions during the year
make a mid-year budget review a practical necessity. This year’s Mid-Year
Budget Review, found that San Jose’s overall finances remain sound.
Revenue has continued at or above estimated levels for the year and
spending has remained within budget. After evaluation of the Mid-Year
Budget Review city staff will recommend increasing funding in the Annual
Budget Plan for Neighborhood Services such as the San Jose After School
Program, and literacy programs as well as flood management programs,
public safety programs, and various other city departments and activities.

REED REFORMS

Mayor Chuck Reed has promised to run an administration under the tenets
of honesty, fiscal responsibility, and open government. The Mayor would
like to start this process with a series of reforms named the Reed
Reforms. Some of the recommendations made under the Reed Reforms
include amendments to the lobbyist ordinance, revision of the city’s ethics
code, and conduct changes for the Mayor and Councilmembers. The
recommendations are being reviewed by committees, respective city
departments, the city attorney’s office and others. Approval of the reforms
will depend on City Council. The Mayor is optimistic about his reform
package and the open government he hopes it will help foster. For
complete list of the ‘Reed Reforms’ visit the Mayor’s website at
http://www.sanjoseca.gov/mayor/.
