Legislative Updates

At the evening session of the City Council Meeting on Tuesday, April 18, 2006alseweortant decisions were

made

by City Council:
American G.l. Forum Entertainment Permit Denied
The City Council voted to deny the American G.I. Forum a pernfitclwwould have allowed
them to host a variety of functions that would have been open to the foutentertainment purposes at
their assembly hall located at 765 Story Road. The expanded use Wowl@datside promoters to rent
the building and bring different types of entertainment.

Councilmember Madison Nguyen, who represents the Council Digthete the G.I. Forum’'s
assembly hall is located, made a motion to reject plannindg’'ssta&commendation to allow the
entertainment permit. San Jose City Councilmembers LeZotstri@i 1), Williams (District 2), Chirco
(District 9), Pyle (District 10) and Mayor Gonzales voted Y&SCouncilmember Nguyen’s motion to
reject the recommendation for an entertainment permit for theridam G.I. Forum. The vote was 6-5 in
favor of Councilmember Nguyen’s motion.

Concern for public safety was the decisive factor for Commaitber Nguyen, who is troubled
with the crime rate in District 7. Several community leadi#gom the neighborhood associations in
District 7 spoke against the planning department’s recommendatitimy concerns the police
department brought to the attention of the City Council.

Sunshine Reforms Task Force

City Council approved the recommended framework for the formaticam Sunshine Reforms
Task Force. The Task Force will be composed of community merttirsvill review and recommend
to the City Council a package of proposals to increase oppaetifar public access to information,
enhance neighborhood participation, and ensure government accountability.

Voter Owned Campaigns
City Council approved the direction of the San Jose Electi@mman@ssion regarding Voter-
Owned Campaigns. Voter-owned, or publicly funded campaigns, is not &ssee in the United States.
In fact, Maine, Arizona, and Portland have adopted some form of publi;y§urftroponents of public



funding argue that by eliminating political fundraising and contribstaltogether, the perceived power
of special interest groups will also be removed. In addition,igydlnded campaigns will allow
candidates more focus and time with voters and the community dnstesith campaign contributors.
Opponents point to the issue of funding, citing a growing deficit and continualttudge

The San Jose Elections Commission will soon begin taking ptdstamony, seeking expert
advice, and explore the creation of a fully public-funded Voter-ow@@&mpaign Ordinance for San Jose
that would take effect in time to apply to the municipal primglgctions in June 2008. In August, if the
Commission decides to recommend the Ordinance, it will provideCthancil an outline of specific
recommendations to be included in the Voter-Owned Campaign Ordinance.

Los Lagos Golf Course

Los Lagos Golf Course, located in District 7, has been named winner of trellQ085 Environmental
Leaders in Golf award—an award which comes ffaoff Digest Magazind_os Lagos’ environmentally sound
layout was designed to divert storm waters by spilling into three lakated on the course and over 85% of Los
Lagos is irrigated by recycled water. Seventy-five acres afigp habitat were set aside, and approximately four
acres have been planted to create additional habitat. In addition, platite were germinated near the creek
bank to promote preservation of the area while signs along the golf courdeeleaveosted to identify wildlife.

Despite its award-winning status, Los Lagos has been a recent soureais$idis and frustration for
many residents. In response to many complaints regarding poorly aimed amtbhstalls, additional netting on
the perimeter holes of the course are being explored by Parks, Re¢raatidteighborhood Services. A memo
will be coming to City Council in June requesting authority to be delegatibe City Manager in order to
negotiate and approve an Amendment to the Operations and Maintenance Agretmiard laagos, Inc. for
management of the netting project at Los Lagos Golf Course.
