lllegal Tree Removal

Stiffer fines for tree removal without a permit are now in place for
residents and companiesin the city of San José. Fines apply to
street trees (protected by the Department of Transportation) greater
than six feet tall and trees on private property (protected by the
Department of Planning, Building and Code Enforcement) with a
trunk larger than 56" in circumference. Finesfor illegal street tree
removal will now range from $500-$2000 and fines for private
property trees will range from $1500-$2000. Both the property
owner and the tree removal company or individuals are subjectsto
the fines.
