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RECOMNIENDATION 
Direct City Staff to display a collection of thirty historically significant documents, known as the 
Freedom Shrine, at a location on the first floor of the City Hall Wing outside of Committee Room 
120. 

BACKGROUND 
The Exchange Club of San Jose has donated a Freedom Shrine to be displayed at City Hall. They 
had previously given a Freedom Shrine which was displayed at the old City Hall location, outside of 
the public entrance to the City Council Chambers. The Freedom Shrine contains the replicas of 
thirty documents that hold historical significance to the founding and shaping of the united States. 
It offers an interesting perspective into how the country has been shaped by the past. 

The National Exchange Club, often referred to as "America's Service Club," is a non-profit, 
community service organization that is dedicated to helping and strengthening communities around 
the country. The Exchange Club of San Jose was formed in 1949 to serve our neighborhoods and 
help residents with various needs. One of the main goals of the Exchange Club is to increase the 
pride that communities members have for their country.
