RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN JOSE MAKING CERTAIN FINDINGS CONCERNING SIGNIFICANT EFFECTS, MITIGATION MEASURES, AND ADOPTING A MITIGATION MONITORING AND REPORTING PROGRAM FOR THE COLEMAN AVENUE/AUTUMN STREET IMPROVEMENT PROJECT, FOR WHICH AN ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT REPORT HAS BEEN PREPARED IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE CALIFORNIA ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY ACT OF 1970, AS AMENDED.


WHEREAS, on January 30, 2008, the Planning Commission of the City of San Jose certified that the Final Environmental Impact Report for the Coleman Avenue/Autumn Street Improvements Project (the “FEIR”) was completed in accordance with the requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act of 1970, as amended, and related state and local guidelines (collectively, “CEQA”) File No. PP06-166; and


WHEREAS, no appeal of the certification of the FEIR by the Planning Commission was filed with the City of San Jose; and


WHEREAS, approval and implementation of the Coleman Avenue/Autumn Street Improvements Project (File No. PP06-166) constitutes a project under CEQA; and


WHEREAS, the Project analyzed and more fully described in the FEIR consists of the widening of Coleman Avenue to six lanes between Hedding Street and Autumn Street, and the widening, partially realignment, and extension of Autumn Street between Coleman Avenue and Park Avenue; and


WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of San Jose is the decision-making body for the Coleman Avenue/Autumn Street Improvements Project; and


WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of San Jose intends to approve actions related to the Project; and


WHEREAS, CEQA requires that in connection with the approval of a project for which an environmental impact report has been prepared which identifies one or more significant environmental effects, the decision-making body of a lead or responsible agency must make certain findings regarding those significant effects on the environment identified in the environmental impact report;


NOW THEREFORE IT IS HEREBY STATED THAT THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN JOSE:

Finds that it has independently reviewed and analyzed the FEIR and other information in the record and has considered the information contained therein including the written and oral comments received at the public hearings on the FEIR and on the Project, prior to acting upon or approving the Project, and has found that the FEIR represents the independent judgment and analysis of the City of San Jose as Lead Agency for the Project, and that the documents and recordings of proceedings on which this decision is based are on file at San Jose City Hall, 200 East Santa Clara Street, San Jose, California 95113-1905; and


FURTHER, THAT THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN JOSE does hereby make the following findings with respect to the significant effects on the environment of the Project as it is described more fully in the FEIR:

I.   FINDINGS CONCERNING SIGNIFICANT ENVIRONMENTAL EFFECTS
1.0 CULTURAL RESOURCES
1.1 Impacts to Archaeological Resources

Impact CR-1

The project may expose and disturb as-yet unknown buried archaeological sites, some of which could potentially be eligible for inclusion on the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP) and/or the California Register of Historic Resources (CRHR).

Mitigation CR-1

The project will develop and implement an Archaeological Treatment Plan as detailed in the FEIR.

Finding

Changes or alterations have been required in, or incorporated into, the project which will mitigate the significant environmental effects thereof as identified in the FEIR.

1.2 Impacts to Forman’s Arena (447 West Saint John Street)
Impact CR-3

The project as proposed will directly impact Forman's Arena (447 West St. John Street), a building eligible for listing on the NRHP and the CRHR.  

Mitigation CR-3

The original Forman's Arena building, excluding the non-historic western addition, will be moved to an alternative location.  The relocated building will undergo seismic strengthening and other upgrades, with work to be undertaken in accordance with the Secretary of the Interior's Standards and Guidelines for Rehabilitating Historic Buildings as detailed in the FEIR.

Finding

Changes or alterations have been required in, or incorporated into, the project which will mitigate the significant environmental effects thereof as identified in the FEIR.

1.3 Impacts to Master Metal Products (495 Emory Street)
Impact CR-4

The project as proposed will directly impact Master Metal Products (495 Emory Street), a building eligible for listing on the CRHR and the San José Historic Resources Inventory as a Candidate City Landmark.  

Mitigation CR-4
Of the eight connected Quonset hut-style structures that comprise the Master Metal Products building, the original four structures will be relocated roughly 50 feet to the east on the existing site.  The four structures that were constructed as part of the 1958 addition would not be moved, but will be demolished. Relocating the structures to the east will move them out of the proposed alignment for the widened Coleman Avenue. The relocated building will undergo seismic strengthening and other upgrades, with work to be undertaken in accordance with the Secretary of the Interior's Standards and Guidelines for Rehabilitating Historic Buildings as detailed in the FEIR.

Finding

Changes or alterations have been required in, or incorporated into, the project which will mitigate the significant environmental effects thereof as identified in the FEIR.

2.0 NOISE

2.1 Construction Noise Impacts

Impact NOI-1

Due to the proximity of residences to the roadway alignments, construction-generated noise will likely result in interference with typical activities inside and outside of homes. .

Mitigation NOI-1

· For construction within 500 feet of residences, noise-generating activities associated with the project will be restricted to the hours of 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m., Monday through Friday.  No construction activities will occur on weekends or holidays.

· All equipment powered by internal combustion engines will be equipped with intake and exhaust mufflers that are in good condition and appropriate for the equipment.

· Unnecessary idling of internal combustion engines will be strictly prohibited.

· Staging of construction equipment within 200 feet of residences will be prohibited.  Stationary noise-generating construction equipment, such as air compressors and portable power generators, will be located as far practical from existing noise sensitive receptors.

Temporary barriers around stationary noise generating equipment will be used when the equipment is located in areas adjoining noise sensitive land uses. 

· "Quiet" air compressors and other stationary noise sources will be utilized where the technology exists.

· Construction traffic will use designated truck routes.  Construction-related heavy truck traffic will be prohibited in residential areas where feasible.

· Adjacent residents will be notified of the construction schedule in writing.

· The City will designate a "noise disturbance coordinator" who will be responsible for responding to any local complaints about construction noise.  The coordinator will determine the cause of the noise complaint (e.g., starting too early, bad muffler, etc.) and will require that reasonable measures warranted to correct the problem be implemented.  The telephone number for the coordinator will be conspicuously posted at the construction site and will be included in the notice sent to neighbors regarding the construction schedule.

Finding

Changes or alterations have been required in, or incorporated into, the project which will mitigate the significant environmental effects thereof as identified in the FEIR.

2.2 Noise Impacts at 35 and 75 South Autumn Street
Impact NOI-3

The project will result in a 5-decibel DNL increase in traffic-related noise levels at the residences located at 35 and 75 South Autumn Street.

Mitigation

The project will provide acoustical treatment at these residences as detailed in the FEIR (MM NOI-2.1).

Finding

Changes or alterations have been required in, or incorporated into, the project which will mitigate the significant environmental effects thereof as identified in the FEIR.

2.3 Noise Impacts at 456 Autumn Court

Impact NOI-4

The project will result in a 3-decibel DNL increase in noise at the residence located at 456 Autumn Court.

Mitigation

The project will construct a soundwall between the realigned Autumn Street and this residence as detailed in the FEIR (MM NOI-3.1).

Finding

Changes or alterations have been required in, or incorporated into, the project which will mitigate the significant environmental effects thereof as identified in the FEIR.

II.
MITIGATION MONITORING AND REPORTING PROGRAM

Attached to this Resolution and incorporated herein as EXHIBIT “A”, and adopted as a part of this Resolution, is the Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program for the Project.  The Program identifies impacts of the Project, corresponding mitigation, designation of responsibility for mitigation implementation and the agency responsible for the monitoring action.
