� What are “Complete Streets”
- Provide safe, comfortable, attractive 

travel for all modes

- Consider all ages, abilities, and 
preferences

- Consider both the “right-of-way”
and adjacent land uses

- Every street should be a complete 
street

� Legislative Mandate
- AB 1358 approved September 2008

- Requires General Plan updates to 
include a multimodal transportation 
network

� Many changes towards “complete 

streets” over the last 7 years

� Pedestrian Design Standards (2002)
- Decreased minimum turning radius 

to 15’

- Increased minimum sidewalk widths 
to 10’

- Trees located behind curb

� Transportation Impact Policy (2005)
- Multimodal policy

- Allows “overriding” traffic congestion 
impacts

- Facilitates developer funding for 
pedestrian, bicycle, transit

� “Road Diets”
- Downtown Couplet Conversions

(7 corridors)
- Envision 2040 proposals (14 corridors)
