The Commission invites all youth throughout the city who are interested in the above topics to attend to their Ad Hoc meetings for discussion, research and ultimately to create a policy recommendation on the topics they are most interested in.  Ad hoc working teams only meet from September to February.  
Citywide Youth Commissioner has the responsibility of leading the Ad Hoc working teams. Youth Advisory Council (YAC) members are encouraged to participate in the Ad Hoc working team meetings as well.   
Ad Hoc team members have the responsibility of presenting their findings and policy recommendations to the entire youth commission for approval before final policy recommendations can be considered as complete.
