Reasons for Increase: Covers rising costs of fuel and truck replacement and maintenance. 
 
Rate Additions: A Service Type Change fee in the amount of $100.00 for up to four units and $27.00 for each 
additional unit is proposed for processing requests to change between single- and multi-family services. 
 
Additional Rate Information:  
The 20-gallon cart, multi-family shared garbage cart, and Hardship due to Probate and Illness programs will be 
discontinued effective January 1, 2015. Low Income Rate Assistance and Medical Exemption Rate Reduction Assistance 
is subject to elimination in fiscal year 2015-2016 due to loss of funding.
