The Delmas Park neighborhood is evolving from one that has been a mix of low-density housing and
light industrial businesses to one that mixes low- and high-density housing, commercial high-rises,
and various modern urban amenities. The Lakehouse Historic District is in our neighborhood, and
Google's modern Downtown West mixed-use development is almost entirely within our boundaries.
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2. Explain the geographical location of your community of interest. What are the physical

boundaries?
The boundaries of Delmas Park are Hwy 87 on the east, W Santa Clara St on the north, the
Caltrain/UP tracks on the west, and Interstate 280 on the south. The neighborhood lies between the
Downtown Core and Diridon Station. We selected these boundaries because they are logical and
reflect the natural barriers of freeways and the Caltrain/UP tracks.
